Prior to the General Membership Meeting, a quorum met to approve the 2012 MFPA budget.  Mike moved, seconded by Bob that the budget be approved.  After a discussion and vote, the budget was approved.

The General Membership Meeting was called to order at 10:00 by President Linda 
Wilson. Linda welcomed those in attendance and introduced the current board, 
Committee Chairs and two District 10 candidates.

Update of 2012 negotiations with PG&E-Pier


Representatives from MFPA met with PG&E on 1-18-12 for negotiations.  


Subsequently, PG&E sent a list of eight trees slated for removal.


MFPA measured the clearances between those trees and the wires and found 
discrepancies with PG&E’s measurements.


As a result, MFPA sees no safety issues, found good tree clearance and feels no trees 
should be removed.


Pier presented slides showing locations of these eight trees in the park as well as each 
tree with its height and clearance from the wires.  


Another negotiation session is planned with PG&E.

Four board members ran unopposed for 2012-13 terms of office.  Johnny Khamis 
moved and Larry seconded that these board members be reelected; motion carried.


Addendum


Linda reminded the members about the January 28 work party to spread mulch, the 
benefits to MFPA for using a Lucky Shares card and the safety of PayPal transactions 
on the blog. Currently, there’s an empty chair position for Membership that could be 
done at the volunteer’s convenience from home.  Linda encouraged anyone interested 
in the position to contact her.  A mow strip must be installed around Tree 13; with 
the city’s delays on this project, MFPA may end up paying for it with an estimated 
cost of $6,200.  She told the 
group a dedicated fund raiser for this expense is planned 
soon.


Marlene Duffin told the membership that the Lions Club volunteered to plant a tree in 
the park as part of an international tree planting project by the organization.


Denelle Fedor and Johnny Khamis (candidates for District 10) introduced themselves to 
the group and there was a lottery drawing at the end of the meeting with four members 
receiving various items with MFPA logos.
